THE SECOND READING Philippians 3:4bð14 Katelyn Rivers 
Writing to Christians in Philippi, Paul admits that his heritage and reputation could give him 
more reason than most people to place confidence in his spiritual pedigree. But the over-
whelming grace of God in Jesus calls Paul to a new set of values. 
A  A reading from Philippians: 
4bIf  anyone else has reason to be confident in the flesh, I have more:  5cir-
cumcised on the eighth day, a member of  the people of  Israel, of  the tribe 
of  Benjamin, a Hebrew born of  Hebrews; as to the law, a Pharisee;  6as to 
zeal, a persecutor of  the church; as to righteousness under the law, blame-
less. 
  7Yet whatever gains I had, these I have come to regard as loss because 
of  Christ.  8More than that, I regard everything as loss because of  the sur-
passing value of  knowing Christ Jesus my Lord. For his sake I have suf-
fered the loss of  all things, and I regard them as rubbish, in order that I 
may gain Christ  9and be found in him, not having a righteousness of  my 
own that comes from the law, but one that comes through faith in Christ, 
the righteousness from God based on faith.  10I want to know Christ and 
the power of  his resurrection and the sharing of  his sufferings by becom-
ing like him in his death,  11if  somehow I may attain the resurrection from 
the dead. 
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  12Not that I have already obtained this or have already reached the 
goal; but I press on to make it my own, because Christ Jesus has made me 
his own.  13Beloved, I do not consider that I have made it my own but this 
one thing I do: forgetting what lies behind and straining forward to what 
lies ahead,  14I press on toward the goal for the prize of  the heavenly call of  
God in Christ Jesus.

Martha served, and Lazarus was one of  those at the table with him.  3Mary 
took a pound of costly perfume made of pure nard, anointed Jesusõ feet, 
and wiped them with her hair. The house was filled with the fragrance of  
the perfume.  4But Judas Iscariot, one of his disciples (the one who was

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about to betray him), said,  5Why was this perfume not sold for three hun-
dred denarii and the money given to the poor?  6(He said this not because 
he cared about the poor, but because he was a thief; he kept the common 
purse and used to steal what was put into it.)  7Jesus said, òLeave her alone. 
She bought it so that she might keep it for the day of  my burial.  8You al-
ways have the poor with you, but you do not always have me.ó

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COMMEMORATIONS FOR THE WEEK _____________  
 

Sunday, March 21 
Thomas Cranmer, Bishop of Canterbury, martyr, died 1556 
Cranmerõs lasting achievement is contributing to and overseeing 
the creation of  the Book of  Common Prayer, which remains 
(in revised form) the worship book of  the Anglican Commun-
ion. He was burned at the stake under Queen Mary for his sup-
port of  the Protestant Reformation. 

 

Monday, March 22 
Jonathan Edwards, teacher, missionary to American Indians, died 1758 
A Puritan minister in Connecticut, Edwards is remembered as 
being a great preacher. Though his most famous sermon talks at 
length about hell, he was more concerned with Godõs love. He 
served both as missionary to the Housatonic people in Massa-
chusetts, and as president of  the future Princeton University. 
 

Wednesday, March 24 
Oscar Arnulfo Romero, Bishop of El Salvador, martyr, died 1980 
Romero was deeply concerned with injustices evident toward 
the poor and powerless in El Salvador, and worked forthrightly 
against political repression. He was assassinated while presiding 
at the eucharist in a chapel near the cathedral in San Salvador. 

 

Thursday, March 25 
Annunciation of Our Lord 
Nine months before Christmas we celebrate the annun-
ciation, in which the angel Gabriel announced to Mary 
that she would give birth to the Son of  God. The an-
cient church believed that this was also the date of  the 
worldõs creation and of Jesusõ death on the cross. 
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
