Discussed part 3 of Peter Steinkeôs book and the need 

for our leaders to stress the positives at FLCR and 

how we can make a crisis into an opportunity. 

The executive board feels strongly that we need to 

move on and relocate.  Each of us is willing to serve 

out our current terms through June 2009 but will not 

continue beyond that point if the congregation de-

cides to remain in our present location. 

The executive board agreed to present the following 

motion to council on Nov. 17th.  ñThat we proceed 

in the direction of selling this property and relo-

cate.ò  This is a modified version of a motion pre-

sented at the October council meeting.  

Concern was raised that some individuals might pre-

sent themselves to vote on December 14 and not be 

eligible based on our constitution.  Voting members 

must be confirmed members and in good standing.  

This means that they must have communed and 

made a contribution of record during the preceding 

or current year.  Loose offering is not identified as a 

ócontribution of recordô.  A letter will be sent to all 

those who do not meet this criteria. 

Both St. Markôs Episcopal Church and St. Matthewôs 

Lutheran Church have indicated an interest in sharing 

their space with us.  This will be taken under advise-

ment and they may be visited based on the results of 

the December 14 vote. 

Pr. Aurand has received information from the ELCA 

on a chapter on indemnification in their model consti-

tution and will present this information to council for 

its consideration.  The executive board feels that this 

is very important for us to consider as an addition to 

our constitution. 

Time frames for the Christmas Eve services will be 

referred to council for discussion. 

The council retreat was on Nov. 22 in Bantam, CT.   

5 individuals have volunteered to work at a pasta sup-

per on Dec. 24.  It was emphasized that we need 9-10 

volunteers and that it might be better to provide the 

meal on Dec. 23. A night watch service is scheduled 

at 7 p.m. on New Yearôs Eve.  This will follow the 

pasta supper. 

Three groups are currently meeting or will be meeting 

soon.  These include a smoking cessation group, a 

prayer group, and a support group for widows and 

widowers. 

A service will be held on Martin Luther King Day, 

January 19, from 2-4 p.m. at FLCR.  This is spon-

sored by a local church organization.

Paul Sinnott will be the moderator for the 

meeting. 

d. Members of the council will oversee the dis-

tribution of ballots, deposit of ballots in 

boxes designed for that purpose, and the 

counting of the ballots. 

e. Result of the vote will be announced after the 

counting is completed. 

f. The ballot will be very specific and will have 

exactly one question; namely, ñShould the 

congregation remain at 77 Franklin 

Square?ò  There will be an opportunity to 

vote either YES or NO on the question. 

4) Pastor Aurand discussed the nature of her call to 

FLCR. She stated that she was called to grow the 

congregation; the nature of this call would change if 

the congregation decided to stay in the building.  As 

the focus would be building and monetary problems, 

she was not sure she was then called to FLCR. 

5) The following motion was made:  ñThat the early ser-

We revive family traditions- crafting 

decorations, decking the halls, and baking cook-

iesé all so much fun (if frantic), but again, there 

is not much acknowledgement of Christ during 

these busy days. 

 

   It seems everyone is going to be on the receiving 

end of piles of gifts, gaily wrapped and presented 

at gatherings of family and friends.  Everyone that 

is, except the birthday Child.  Christ has been lost 

in the shuffle!  How did that happen again? 

 

   Of course there is nothing He needs, unlike all 

the eager children on our lists who have been tan-

talized by TV ads and catalogues.  And He doesnôt 

expect to receive tips for services rendered, as do 

our mailman, newspaper boys, hairdressers, and 

others who appear on our ñMust Rememberò lists. 

 

   Even though the adults on our lists probably 

donôt need much, we have found things we know 

(or hope) they will like and manage to make room 

foré and after 2,000 years, Christ canôt be ex-

pecting anything!

And as we 

drive through urban areas, we see the homeless 

seeking refuge wherever they can as they wait for 

doors to open at shelters which provide a hot meal 

and a place to warm up mid-day. 

 

   Then perhaps we remember the adult Christôs 

words about remembering the least among us as 

being equal to remembering him.  Finally!  He 

takes his rightful place on our gift list!  By giving 

a bit less to those who do not need our gifts, we 

can give more to those whose needs are beyond 

our imagining.  What an appropriate remembrance 

for the birthday of a savior!
