Sunday sermons on WTIC AM are worth getting
up for. His Jewish wisdom speaks clearly and
thoughtfully to this Lutheran listener.

In our current chaotic society and economy at-
tendance at worship services in traditional faiths is
decreasing while social consciousness seems to be
increasing as more people reach out to those who
need help.

In the Jewish tradition rituals play a major role
in religious life. But as modern Jews have moved
away from Orthodox observations, regular atten-
dance at services has suffered. However, Jewish
teachings stress active concern and support for
social reform, and although believers shy away
from formal worship, they often live their faith
through their social action.

They are not so different from Christians, are
they? FLCR is not the only sanctuary with way
too many empty pews.

Maybe that is so. But according to Rabbi Her-
man, those who skip the synagogue tend to pull
farther away from their faith even as they embrace
social issues and reforms. They become much
more secular and concerned with material wealth
and social position, more focused on self-
improvement than on the thousands of years of
inherited Hebrew teachings.

Sounds like they are not alone. We Christians
are much like our Jewish brethren.

The rabbi suggests that in order to be
“compl ete” as religi ou:
nation of action and ritual- one feeds the other.

For Christians who worship regularly, that
makes sense. There is an enveloping welcome

The Lenten season, during which we remember
our teaching, healing, Jewish Jesus on his journey
to crucifixion to save us seems like a fine time to
renew the rituals of our chosen Christianity as well
as to share the bounty of our faith, our talents, and
our gifts with an ailing society.
