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Council: Minutes -August 17, 2009

Council convened on the above date at 7:00 pm.
Present were Alan Robertson, Bruce Fletcher,
Nancy Gentry, Tom Abucewicz, Jennifer Kilps,
Eric Nillson, Mickey Michalski, Bob Anderson,
Dave Jones, Pat Brown and Pastor Aurand.

First order of business was from Joe Porcaro of
AJP Engineering. He submitted a full oral and
written report regarding the stabilization of both
towers. He had presented this report to the Seven
for Seventy Seven Committee at their meeting on
August 16, 2009. The stabilization involves an-
choring the towers as they exist, thereby resolving
the towers issue permanently. This procedure will
cost considerably less than the former estimates of
either rebuilding or tearing down the towers.

They will be safe, and invisible (to the outside
view) and virtually invisible to the inner tower
structure.

Pastor Aurand related that Dave Carlson asked to
inquire about rust jacking within the tower struc-
ture. Mr. Porcaro stated he did not believe that we
had any and would need to inspect further to be
certain. Alan Robertson inquired if this would
prevent the procedure if rust jacking were found.
Joe assured it would not prevent the anchoring
procedure. The council made a motion to accept
the report of AJP Engineering and to proceed with
bids from contractors to perform the anchoring
process, and that the firm owned by Joe Porcaro,
AJP Engineering would garner the bids and pro-
ceed concurrently with all necessary tests needed
to go ahead with this repair.

Joe Porcaro of AJP Engineering will supervise the
contractor who is hired to complete the anchoring
for a nominal fee to be submitted after the contrac-
tor is in place. The vote was carried unanimously.
We will send out notices to for a congregational
meeting to approve the funds necessary for the
procedure which will be $350,000.00. Meeting to
convene on September 13, 2009 after services.
We wi | | provide hando
the meeting for anyone who wishes to review
them. Seven for 77 will be available for questions
as well.

Pastor submitted a request to go ahead with inter-
views for the 10 hour custodial position. Council
approved. Reminder to the Property Committee to
review all application for this position.

Pastor also reported that Bill Hively has a program
to involve the youth. More on that in the future.

Our Sunday school will go forward with a new
program this year.
