April 20, 2009 

 

President, Tom Abucewicz, called the meeting to 

order at 7:07 p.m.  The agenda for the meeting 

was adopted.  The minutes from the March Coun-

cil meeting and the Special Meeting of the Con-

gregation on March 29 were approved. 

 

Report from Pastor Aurand:  The new Sunday 

evening service went well with positive feedback.   

A stewardship committee has been formed and is 

planning a stewardship campaign for this spring.  

The pledge period will be July 1 ï June 30.  The  

campaign will culminate with Consecration Sun-

day and a brunch to follow the church service.  

Bishop Payne will be in attendance that day.   

The new position of Director of Congregational 

Life has been advertised and we have already re-

ceived three responses. The position of Youth Di-

rector will be re-advertised soon.   

A new member class begins on May 3.   

A new service with other area Lutheran churches 

will be held on Ascension Day, May 21st, at 7:00 

p.m. at FLCR.  The dean of the conference will 

preside, Pastor Paul Krampitz will preach, joint 

choirs will provide music, and there will be re-

freshments served. 

 

New Business: 

 

Scholarship Committee:  The council ap-

proved Gail Bates to chair the committee and 

Sarah Zalewski also offered to serve on the com-

mittee.  We will advertise for two additional com-

mittee members and will convene after May 1 to 

review the applications. 

 

ñ7 for 77 Committeeò:  Eric reported that a 

meeting is scheduled for Wednesday to discuss 

what action may be taken on the towers.   

Craig reported that MBA Engineering will be 

contacted to make a change in the plot plan for the 

Youth Center, cutting the width back to 60 feet.  

Without this we would need to seek a variance 

from the City of New Britain. Craig has also been  

provided with the names of several contractors 

that the city uses to determine the presence of as-

bestos in the Youth Center. Beth Allen, Pat 

Brown, and Wendy Whicher have been working 

to determine what other churches are doing to use 

their facilities for secular activities. 

 

Property Committee:  The committee  

re-arranged the furniture in Fellowship Hall and is 

planning a work day on May 16th to clean the 

parking lots. Gail asked Eric if the property com-

mittee had reviewed the contract with Lonsdale 

Elevator.  Eric was given a copy and will pursue 

it. 

 

Insurance:  The council decided to continue 

our insurance coverage with Charity First but will 

also look into other alternatives. 

 

Craig mentioned that our trash was not picked 

up last Thursday.  He contacted the mayor and the  

Public Works Dept. subsequently came to get the 

trash. Craig also mentioned a concern about who 

is responsible to make the coffee. The Outreach 

Committee made it very clear that everyone needs 

to learn how and should take responsibility for it. 

Gail asked if the Youth and Family committee  

realized that the picnic scheduled for May 31 

would  take place at 10 a.m.  Is a picnic lunch ap-

propriate at that time of day?

The 2005 Resolution placed restrictions on the use 

of the endowments.  It will be necessary for the En-

dowment Committee to revisit this resolution and 

possibly recommend the dissolution of it. 

The committee of Bruce Fletcher, Tameka Kelley, 

Brad Bradford and Pastor Aurand will be working 

on the search process.  If a candidate is a pastor then 

the regular call process will prevail. 

The Director of Congregational Life will use the of-

fice currently used by Peter Harrits. A new youth 

director will share the office currently used by Gail 

Bates. 

The board also reviewed the fees currently estab-

lished for weddings and funerals.  It was decided 

that the statement on weddings would be amended to 

state that ñit is customary to provide an honorarium 

for the pastorò. 

Nancy Gentry requested the use of Fellowship Hall 

on the evening of May 8 for a potluck dinner for the  

New Britain Chorale. The Executive Board  

approved the request pending the availability of the-

facility. 

A request for additional funds for a summer camper 

ship was referred to the pastor for consideration. 

The last stewardship class is scheduled for April 16.   

 

Some decision will be made then for a future  

stewardship campaign. A brunch in early June was  

suggested by the Executive Board.

The committee of 7 for Seventy Seven met on the 

above date. Present were Bruce Fletcher, Craig Dian-

gelo, Alan Robertson, Pastor E Aurand, Tameka 

Kelley, Eric Nilsson, Pat Brown, Beth Allen and 

Nancy and Mickey Michalski. 

Minutes from last meeting were accepted with cor-

rection, The annex building is being maintained not 

refurbished and the party addressing the towers 

situation is a restoration engineer. 

Craig Diangelo gave his report on the survey, which 

we need to split off the Youth Center from our 

church property in order to sell it. The cost will be 

$1100.00 for the survey. 

Craig also reports that Jeff Bray, architect, states 

there is a procedure to brace the towers so that they 

can remain (safe and secure) and save hundreds of 

thousands of dollars.

March 29, 2009 

The special meeting of the congregation was called 

to order at 9:22 a.m. by President, Tom Abucewicz.  

The purpose of this meeting was to discuss the fol-

lowing motion presented by the ñ7 for 77ò commit-

tee.  A motion that FLCR proceed in hiring a Di-

rector of Congregtional Life in a negotiated sal-

ary and benefits package (depending on experi-

ence), in the range of $50,000-$75,000 a year, 

funded through the unrestricted endowment 

fund. 

The motion was presented, seconded and passed af-

ter a considerable discussion.  Bruce Fletcher and 

Alan Robertson conducted the discussion period.  

Bruce emphasized that we need to focus on vitality, 

growth, family, mission and service, and excitement 

and that we all need to come together on this.  One 

person cannot do it all. 

Questions and answers raised included: 

Will there be a probationary period?  If a clergy 

member is called, it would be a term call.  If not a 

clergy member, a time for review will be estab-

lished. 

Who will interview the candidates?  The com-

mittee right now consists of Bruce Fletcher, Brad 

Bradford, Tameka Kelley, and Pastor Aurand. 

How will we advertise the position?  In publica-

tions reviewed by people in the seminaries, in 

newspapers in Lutheran strongholds, and in the 

ELCA job search data base. 
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Where do you think we will get new members to 

join FLCR?  Through inreach, if we beef up pro-

grams for our current infrastructure and through 

outreach by interfacing with others in the commu-

nity.  We want FLCR to be a springboard to ser-

vice for others.  We are looking for a person who 

can bring passion, fire, and one who can enlighten 

our current members. 

Who will supervise this new employee?  The pas-

tor is the immediate supervisor of all the employees 

but the council is the ultimate employer. 
 

Will the committee stay around once this person is 

employed?  Yes, the ñ7 for 77ò committee is com-

mitted for 4 years. 

How does this job interface with that of the pas-

tor?  The main job of this person is to light a fire, re

-establish groups, help to create a place that the 

community looks on as a service vehicle.  The du-

ties of this person will be different from those of 

the senior pastor. 

Comment ï Lutherans do things cheap.  There 

is a lot of competition for an employee of this type 

ï a hard commodity to find. 

We have a lot of key volunteers and are looking 

forward to some new energy.  Will these volunteers be 

a part of our future?  It is important that key leaders 

remain active.  Our best leaders are those that em-

power other leaders.  This is not a 1 person show. 
If I was looking for a church I would be turned away 

by the yellow tapes.  The outreach committee is pre-

paring two new banners which will replace the 

tape.  They will say: ñItôs now, itôs new, itôs for 

you.ò  They will be hung after Easter in prepara-

tion for the beginning of a new service at 6:30 p.m. 

on April 19. 
 

It was noted that the church council approved 

funds for a proper search for this position. 

 

The meeting adjourned at 9:42 a.m. 

 

David Carlson then presented a report on the pro-

gress with the towers.  The church council has ap-

proved a contract with Joe Porcaro to determine a 

minimum amount of alternative work to be done 

on the towers.  Target dates for this work is set for 

this calendar year. 

 

 

 

Craig DiAngelo noted that work is being done 

with the city to split the parcel on which the Youth 

Center is built. 

 

Pastor Aurand reminded the audience that the ñ7 

for 77ò committee has 7 planks and these will be 

printed in the April issue of the Temple Chimes.

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   This year spring has been slow in arriving.  Only a few 

days here and there have been free of the cold and winds 

that prevent us from ñwaking upò our yards and gardens. 

   But never fear, the debris will wait for us, and bleak-

ness, dry leaves, and twigs will continue to blanket the 

earth until we do something about ité hopefully in the 

days between this writing and your reading. 

   Getting outside with rakes and cultivators and wheel-

barrows is hard work, but in its own way, welcome.  We 

get to clear away the accumulated mess of the last six or 

seven months and neaten up our personal worlds. 

   Once again we can restore neat edges, clip unwelcome 

branches, give new shapes to untidy hedges, and un-

cover perennials which are reaching toward the sun un-

der their winter wrappings. 

   After grape hyacinths and snow drops have teased us, 

daffodils and tulips are among the early treats we spot.  

Do we rush to cut a few to bring beauty and fragrance 

into our homes?  Or do we considerately let them have 

their brief time bobbing their heads in the warm breezes, 

sucking in the sunshine?  Maybe both? 

   We look for evidence of favorite perennials, hoping 

they will appear this season, too.  But if not, we enjoy 

heading to nurseries or catalogues where we seek re-

placements and plan new garden plots. 

   So far around here there is no sign of my Solomonôs 

Seal, and the rabbits are feasting joyously on tender tulip 

leaves.  And the lawn looks surprisingly good- probably 

better than it will come summer. 

  Yes, this is the season of hope.  Part of it is warmth, 

sun, and rebirth: chicks and lambs, sprouting peas and 

lettuce (not to mention skunk cabbage and dandelions). 

   But outside of our yards, as a nation, we are all in need 

of similar renewed hope and promise, and we are wait-

ing and willing to dig ourselves out of the pessimism 

and fear we have felt over this long winter of fear and 

despair. 

   Things have piled up to cover our American optimism.  

Most of us have lost money saved to give us confidence 

about facing our formerly called ñgolden years.ò  Too 

many of us have lost jobs or have had hours cut.  Some 

of us fear foreclosure on homes, or have slipped into 

homelessness. 

   We have been buried in uncertainty, fear, indecision, 

and hopelessness.  We are sucked under by pessimism.  

Yet the indomitable human spirit, like the resurgence of 

spring in nature, lurks just beneath the surface. 

   We seem to be coming to terms with the changes that 

seemed impossible less than a year ago.  We are now 

able to accept the term ñrecession,ò and the word 

ñdepressionò makes us tremble less than it did a few 

months ago. 

   We are, blessedly, reworking our value system.  We 

are starting to feel proud, even noble, when we spend 

less by choice, if not necessity.  We recognize how 

wrong we are to judge people by their possessions rather 

than their compassion and charity.  We choose to live 

more simply, and ostentatious behavior becomes embar-

rassing.  We  look beneath the surface and appreciate 

depth of character and sincerity.   

   We work together to help causes we believe in. 

   In spite of our own financial set backs, we share more 

of what we have and feel good about it.  We tend not 

only our gardens, but nurture those of our friends and 

strangers as well. 

 I donôt really remember the ñGreatò Depression, but I 

do remember the coming together of all Americans dur-

ing World War 11 when the ñwar effortò leveled us all 

as we fought for our survival as a nation.  We gladly 

sacrificed and were better for it.  We were all joined for 

a cause greater than any of us.   In the spring we cleaned 

up winterôs protective layers of debris and planted Vic-

tory Gardens to feed ourselves and others.  We savored 

our resourcefulness and thrift.  Of  course there were bad 

timesé but there were also good times because we 

knew what was necessary and important, and that didnôt 

include frills and excess. 

   Somewhere over the ensuing decades we forgot all of 

that.  We have increasingly put aside our former values 

for personal material gain. 

   With that have come greed and a quest for power, for 

being above the law.  We have lost our balance.  Now 

that a  time of reckoning has come (for indeed, it has), 

we have to crawl out from under the ñstuffò that has 

covered our goodness and decency for far too long.  We 

must hoe out the excesses that have choked our fairness 

and independence.  We need to reach for out own ñlightò 

and not depend on others to prop us up.  We need to get 

into shape again, to live within our means, to reconsider 

our values and goals. 

   As with every spring we, too, have a chance for re-

newal.  We again get to decide how best to bloom and 

thrive.  It will be hard work, but what a  harvest lies 

ahead!
